Agreement/jurisdiction

The person’s whose signatures appear on this contract (known as the client) agree that Sheridan Photography (known as the photographer) will provide services to photograph the requested event.  By signing this agreement it is understood that the client understands and agrees with the entire document.  In the event that part of this contract is found invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of the contract shall be remained valid and enforceable.  Any failure by one or both parties to enforce a provision of this agreement shall not constitute a waiver of any other portion or provision of this agreement. 






Retainer/payment 

A retainer is an important way to reserve photography services for your upcoming event.  By signing and returning this contract along with providing a non-refundable, non-transferable reservation retainer equivalent to 20% of the total photography fee as a down payment. No date has been reserved until the contract has been signed and the photographer receives the retainer.  The balance due for the photography services must be paid no less than 30 days before the event.  If the client fails to remit payments as specified, the photographer has the right to terminate this agreement with no further obligation and not attend the event.

Cancelation

If for any reason the client cancels the signed contract before the event date, the photographer will keep the 20% down payment. The photographer will be required to be notified via written document mailed by the certified US Post Office Mail. If the client fails to notify the client within 30 days of the event day, the client will be responsible for paying the full balance due. 
  
Reschedule

If for any reason the client must reschedule the event date the photographer is able to rebook the original date and the client will receive a credit for already paid amount (provided the photographer is available for the planned rescheduled date).  A new contract is required to be committed to for the rescheduled event.  As stated previously, the client must notify the photographer within 30 days of the event day.  

Liability 

If the photographer or a designated agent is unable to perform any or all of the duties herein for any reason all payments already paid aside from the 20% down payment will be returned to the client.  The photographer should have no further liability with respect to this agreement.  These reasons include but are not limited to fire, illness, technical problems, and transportation problems etcetera.  

Photo discs

Upon request the photographer shall create a DVD or other form of digital media copy of the images.  The photographer does not permanently archive the images.  The photographer is not responsible for the lifespan of the digital media.  This includes any changes to the digital technology that result in an inability to read media from the media provided.   






Pricing

The services or merchandise is based off of the services requested. The services include many variables to be included in the final price. The price for the mileage may vary depending on the distance. All prices are subject to change at any time without notice. 

Responsibilities 

Unless agreed prior to the event, the photographer shall only be responsible for the photography for the event.  The photographer may bring one assistant per discretion to the event for assisting the photography.   Event guest’s may take photographs at the event however; any guest may not interfere with the photographer’s duties.  The photographer is not responsible for compromised coverage due to causes beyond the photographer’s control.  These causes include other peoples flashes, weather condition, scheduling complications, rendering of decorations, restrictions of the venue or officiate to name a few.  

Harassment 

The photographer has responsibilities and roles to serve at all events.  Ensuring the appropriate behavior of all guests and other individuals at the event shall be the responsibility of the client.  In the event of the photographer experiences threatening, hostile, offensive or inappropriate behavior from any guest or any individual at the event a sequence of offenses will be followed and strictly enforced.  First offense: includes a verbal warning will be given to the client to terminate the actions.  Second offense: Includes the removal of the offending individual from the event.  Third Offense: Cease of all services of all photographers’ duties and the photographer will leave the event immediately.  The photographer shall be entitled to all payments and shall be held harmless from incomplete wedding or event photography coverage.  

Coverage 

Every reasonable effort will be made to take requested pictures, but no specific pose or photograph can be promised.  Any list’s provided by the client will be used for organizational purposes only.  The photographer will use professional judgment and sole discretion to select which photos to deliver.  Such selection shall constitute all images that will be made available to the client.

Image Processing

Unless agreed prior to, all images are edited and retouched to improve condition.  The images may be edited black/white, Sophia or other variables to enhance them.  Clients may request further retouches to the images for a further charge.  The photographer is not responsible for the printing of the images and shall not be ordered directly from the photographer.  Images shall be ordered from a designated image-printing lab. 

Model release 

This gives the photographer the right to use photographs in all forms, in all media and in all matters without restrictions, changes or alterations to the images to be used for trade, advertising, promotion or other purposes.  You have the right to not accept this and are not obligated to release your pictures to the public. By checking the box bellow you allow the model release to be accepted.

Reproduction 

The client agrees to purchase photographs directly from the photographer.  The client agrees to not scan, copy or reproduce images without written permission.  The client also agrees to not supply images to any third parties.
